
Steps to Join the Redlands Clay Crushers:

Step 1: Schedule a Lesson and Fill Out a Waiver
- Book a free lesson with an NRA certified coach to assess your skill level, which will determine your

placement in one of the “color teams.” 
- Fill out a waiver, which can be done online for convenience.

(Clays and Ammo for lesson $20)

How to Schedule:
1. Visit www.redlandsshootingpark.com (http://www.redlandsshootingpark.com) to fill out the waiver

online.
2. Call, Text or email the range at 909-335-8844/youthclaysports@gmail.com to schedule your lesson

and complete the waiver at the facility upon arrival.

Understanding Color Teams:
- Silver: For beginners who need instruction in gun safety, shotgun etiquette, and the basics of

Trapshooting.
- Gold: Shooters who demonstrate safety and etiquette but score below 65%.

- Red: Shooters who handle shotguns safely and score 70% or better.
- White: Shooters demonstrating proper etiquette and safety with scores of 80% or better.

- Blue: Advanced shooters who handle shotguns safely and achieve scores of 90% or better.

Step 2: Register for SCTP and Team Membership
- Sign up for the SCTP (Scholastic Clay Target Program) and the Redlands Clay Crushers. The annual

cost is $80.
- The season begins on September 1st, and attendance at 10 practices is mandatory.

Practice Costs:
- Single Practice: $40

- Bulk Options:
  - 5 Practices: $185 (includes 10 trap rounds and 10 boxes of ammo)

  - 10 Practices: $365 (includes 20 trap rounds and 20 boxes of ammo)

Step 3: Download the Spond App
- This app is essential for all team-related updates, including practice schedules, fun shoots, registered

events, fundraising, and uniform details.

Step 4: Participate Enthusiastically
- Arrive at practices with a positive attitude, dressed appropriately, and ready to give your best effort.
